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  2021 Junior InterClub Overview


Replacing the junior pennants programme, an interclub competition that enables the club juniors at a ‘young masters’ stage of development to compete in events and activities to encourage them to play, enjoy the game and learn more about their golf. 

TEAM ENTRY 
· Teams are to consist of 6 players - male or female preferably a mix of genders. 
· No player can have a handicap lower than 8.0
· All team players must be current members of a NZ affiliated golf club. 
· The Entry must include the handicap index of each player.  
· For the 2021 season there will be 1 team per club. 
· Composite teams will be allowed and encouraged and Auckland Golf will set the draw up depending upon the number of entries. For year 1 only one team per club will be allowed, however a composite team could have some players from a club that already has a team. 

COMPETITION FORMAT
· The competition will be Stableford match play
· 18 holes playing in groups of 3 (ordered by # ranked player of each team) in handicap order. 
· Stableford points totalled at the end of the round, 
· Winner gets 3 points, second get 2 and last gets 1 point
· A tie between 2 players the points are shared 
· A 3-way tie would mean 2 points each.

e.g.
Player 1 has 36 stablefords = 2.5 points
Player 2 has 36 stablefords = 2.5 points
Player 3 has 35 stablefords = 1 point

CONFERENCE FORMAT
· Entry into the competition is done online through Auckland Golf website and the conferences formulated by Auckland Golf. 
· Clubs will be split into conferences and it is up to the clubs to organise the round robin matches against each other. 
· Each club hosts one event with a running aggregate points table throughout all the events.
· Round Robin Competition be completed by August 15th  with final placing to AGI. 
· Clubs can interchange players as they wish 
· Players must have played at least one match for the team to be eligible for the finals

FINALS 
· Finals will be played on a single day at one venue where the conference placings will play each other:
